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The National Research Nuclear University "MEPHI" is a leading educational 

establishment of the Russian Federation in personnel training for countries embarking 

on the path of nuclear power development or expanding their national nuclear programs.  

At present, in addition to students from countries with advanced structeres for 

training specialists and developing nuclear science, MEPhI provides educational 

services to more then 1,000 foreign students from Vietnam, Turkey, Bangladesh and 

other countries oriented towards Russian nuclear technologies.

In the next few years, 

hundreds of students will be send to Russia for training in nuclear specialities.
